Relative pronuons
Rules:

-When the relative pronoun is the subject of the relative phrase, who, that or which must apper

  Es: A wowan, who/that runs a company lives next door

Who cannot be two subjects in one:

  Es: Those who teach you can help you make your choises (NOT Who teaches you)

  Es: He who refuse to face risks makes no headway – Whoever refuses…

  Es: I don’t know who is coming; I don’t know who he is (NOT who is he); (sapere chi viene)

  Es: I don’t know those who are coming (conoscere quelli che vengono)

Possessive & prepositions:

  Es: The woman, whose company is being investigated, lives next door.

  Es: She isn’t a person for whom I would want to work. OR

  Es: She isn’t a person ( I would like to work for. 

  Es: I have a program with which you can design cars. OR

  Es: I have a program ( you can design cars with

Defining vs non-defining:

That: cannot be used as non-defining pronoun

Which/who: for non-defining (which-cose; who persone!)

  Es: My wife, who works in Parma, takes the train

  Es: My wife that works in Parma takes the car, the one that works in Milano takes the train and the one that works in London rents a flat there. (poligamo!)
What can be 2 subjects in 1:
  Es: What (That which) you learn will influence your future choises.

  Es: What (The thing that) I wanted to say was that your teachers can help you

  Es: What matters most is the productivity of the workers

Which, coordinate clause:

 Es: yes, your teachers can help you, which is what I wanted ti say

Participles & Gerunds
The Past participle must derive from a passive phrase.

  Es: Bill’s the student (who is) working on the engine-design project

  Es: I saw him (who is) working on the project (HE was working)

  Es: Working at the university, I see him every day (I work at univesity)

  Es: Bill’s the student (who is) being helped on his project.

  Es: Bill’s the student (who was) convinced to take up the project.

  Es: The professor, (who was) nominated for a Nobel, earns good income (by) giving talks at universities round the world

Ing-form
Subject:

  Smoking is bad for you. Smoking kills a lot of people.

  Studying the economies of pimitive cultures fascinates me.

Adverbial phrase:

  Working at the university, Prof Jones meets bright young women. (he works there)

  Prof Jones meets bright young women working at the university (they work there)

Prepositional phrase

  By working at univesity, Prof. Jones meets bright young women. 

Conditionals
I) If Nick is good at maths, he will take up engineering.

II) If I was good at maths, I would take up engineering.

III) If I had been good at maths, I would have taken up engineering.

Reported speech

(persona:1->3, tempo: ->passato)

Peter said: “I’m coming” 
Peter said he was coming

Peter said: “I will give you a hand”

Peter said he would give us a hand

False Modals
Be (supposed) to: (Future expectation)You are to register for exams at least a week in advance

Was/were (supposed) to: (Past Expectation) Giorgio and I were to go skiing, but then it rained.

Be able to: (Future CAN) We will be able to send you a technician Monday.

  (With Modal and Have) He might not have been able to go

Was/were able to: We were able to finish our project=riuscimmo… (NOT we could…=potremmo)

Used to: I used to smoke during my lessons. Now I drink water.

  I didn’t used to like listening to classical music. Now I do.

Conjunctions

Time: when, whenever, while, as, since, after, before, until, as soon as, once, now (that), the moment (that)

Place: where, wherever

Manner: as, as if

Comparison: as, than, the+comparative

Reason/Cause: because, as, since

Purpose: so that, in order that, for fear that, lest

Result: so that, so+adj+that, such..that

Condition: if, unless, whether, provided that, supposing, on condition that, as long as

Concession: although, though, even though, even if, while, whatever, wherever, whenever, no matter

Connectors

Logical sequence: thus, therefore, then, hence, so, consequently, as a result, because, since, for

Contrast: however, yet, in fact, nevertheless, but, conversely, on the other hand, actually, in truth, still, whereas, although

Doubt&Certainty: probably, possibly, perhaps, apparently, presumably, of course, certainly, clearly, undoubtedly, definitely

Non contrast: and, also, similarly, likewise, indeed, in addition, moreover, furthermore

Expansion of detail: for example, for instance, thus, in particular, (such) as, in this case
