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When we hear “carpe diem”, we think it sounds like a name of a cake. We also think it sounds like an Island. We also think of the film ”Dead Poets Society”. 
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Carpe Diem
 A very free interpretation of the poem:

“Don’t ask for you have no right to know what destiny has been granted to you and me by God, dear Leucone and don’t tempt fate with Babylonian numbers. It is better to tolerate/accept whatever happens. Whether Jupiter has granted us many more winters during which the waves of the Tyrrhenean Sea crash against the cliffs, or whether this is our last winter, pour yourself some wine, and while sipping it, forget about all your distant hopes for a short time. Whilst speaking, precious time has already flown away: Make the most of today and try not to think about what tomorrow will bring.”

“Carpe Diem” was written by Horatio, a latin writer who lived in Italy in the first century B.C. It is part of a collection of four books published from 23 B.C. to 13 B.C. called “Odi” or “Carmina”. The ode “Carpe Diem” emphasises how short life is  and the most significant part is the last verse where the poet, Horatio, a wise old man, invites Leuconoe, a young, innocent girl who has got high hopes for the future to think again, enjoy the present and not believe in the future. Incidentally, the girl’s name, Leuconoe means “Lily-white mind” in ancient Greek and so reflects her immaturity. Horatio believes it is impossible for us to know our destiny, therefore the only way to enjoy life is to live the present to the full.

Finally we can say that most of his works are characterised by a careful choice of words and by a relative brevity. Concluding, it is important to say that the version I have written may not be  an exact translation of the Latin, for five Italian translations have been attempted by famous historians: Bufalini, Cetrangolo, Ramous, Canali and Traina. The main difference we can notice in their texts is the translation of the actual words “Carpe Diem”: one translated “Carpe” with the verb to enjoy, another with seize, yet another with take. Ironically, one of the most fitting translations “Take each day as it comes” is the longest and spoils the sharpness of the Latin version. 

So folks, history and language apart, choose the expression you think sounds best, but whatever you do  MAKE THE MOST OF THE PRESENT. Live it to the full as you never know what is waiting for you around the corner. The old proverb “never put off until tomorrow what you can do today”, generally used to mean get unpleasant chores done so that you can forget about them and concentrate on enjoying yourself, can take on the same meaning as Horatio’s philosophy – tomorrow may hold some unpleasant surprises, so make the most of what you have now!

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Anorexia nervosa, diagnosed for the first time in 1964 by an English doctor, is probably the most discussed eating disorder. It is  characterised by the patient's deliberate weight loss, which usually drops to 15% below the person’s normal body weight. 

Another type of anorexia is “chewing and spitting”. The person puts food in his/her mouth, tastes it, chews it and then spits it out. Since essential nutrients are not incorporated into the body, chewing and spitting can be just a way to loose weight.

Anorexia nervosa, which is surely the most common, afflicts about 1% of teenagers and young women of Western countries. The average troublesome age shifts from 12 to 25 and it is distributed throughout all social levels, anyway this disorder is thought to be most frequent among whites, people of higher socio-economic classes and people involved in activities, where thinness is especially looked upon, such as dancing, theatre and long distance running.
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Girls are mainly affected, in fact only about 10% people with eating disorders are male. This gender difference may reflect our society’s different expectations of men and women. Men are supposed to be strong and powerful; they feel ashamed of skinny bodies and want to be big and powerful. Women, on the other hand, are supposed to be tiny and waif-like and thin.

There are several factors that encourage people to fall into the anorexia trap; Psychologists believe that sometimes appearance-obsessed friends or romantic partners create pressures that encourage eating disorders. Others think that eating disorders depend on overprotective families: sometimes offspring feel abandoned , misunderstood and feel alone in the world.

The media is also a contributing factor to the increase in anorexia. People in western countries are flooded by media words and images. An average U.S. child, for example, 

watches more then 21 hours of TV each week, sees dozens of magazines and watches many movies every year. He sees happy and 

successful people who are almost always portrayed by young, toned and thin actors or models. By contrast, evil, stupid or buffoonish people are portrayed by actors who are old, frumpier, unkempt and  perhaps physically challenged. Many are fat. 

There are several and various effects caused by anorexia. Anorexics choose exclusively low-cal and no-fat items. They often became vegetarian but will not eat the necessary fats, oils, grains required by true vegetarianism. Girls usually stop having periods, have dry skin and thinning hair. They may feel cold all the time and they get sick often.

The person suffering from anorexia has a typical food behaviour. She skips meals, takes only tiny portions, will not eat in front of other people, eats in ritualistic ways and mixes strange food-combinations.

Often she has an excuse not to eat. She lies by saying that she isn't hungry, or has just eaten with a friend, is feeling ill, is upset and so forth. She also reads food labels religiously and drastically reduces or completely eliminates fat-intake.

 There are many medical risks associated with anorexia, which include shrunken bones, mineral loss, low body temperature, irregular heart beat, permanent failure of normal growth,development of osteoporosis and bulimianervosa.The biggest difference between anorexia and bulimia is that people suffering from bulimia eat large amounts of food and then throw up, while anorexics don’t. According to psychologists, the most important thing to do to help them, is to LOVE them.

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It was around April two years ago, when our friend Marina, a dancer at that time, heard comments about her weight and went on a diet. After losing a couple of kilos we complimented her and she told us that she had simply cut out some food. However she did not stop there. She began going to the gym and eating even less.

By the end of the term she had lost about 12 kilos, she looked thin and haggard.

She started using laxatives because she had heard they could help people to lose weight.

Marina started lying to cover what she was doing to be more beautiful. She was very nervous, especially when she went to the chemist's to buy laxatives.

She was getting weaker and weaker so she could not still restrict her food much longer. Even if  she was weak she was happy because people kept praising her.
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Her mother, Barbara, noticed that she was getting hunched shoulders and she had a really pale complexion, but Barbara could not understand the real problem.

Marina thought that people who told her to eat more were jealous because she had lost many kilos, she believed that everybody actually wanted her to get fat. 

At one point Marina stopped having periods and her mother guessed that maybe it had something to do with her hormones. She was relieved to hear her daughter going  into the fridge at night and so she thought that at least she was eating...but now she knows that Marina was taking laxatives.

Then one day in August which our friend calls “the worst day in my life”. she took a full pack of laxatives and also some other pills to get energy. She exaggerated with the doses because she believed that if she took more, they would "work" better. Marina started to have cramps and she locked herself in her room crying all day because she had atrocious stomach pains. When her mother asked her if she needed help, she started screaming hysterically and dashed off to the bathroom to vomit. But there was nothing left inside her. Barbara called an ambulance and when it arrived, Marina panicked, she was afraid and she did not want to leave her house. In the end, she gave in. Doctors started a difficult task - treatment. Today we often eat together.

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Anorexia is one of several eating disorders and there are many symptoms and reactions. According  to research into mental troubles we can safely state  that anorexia nervosa a mental illness which causes physical problems. However, as these physical problems can lead to serious illness or even death, we tend to give them more importance than the psychological aspect. We notice that every action, every thought of an anorexic girl are caused by a physiological impulse to lose some kilos, or wish to be thin, or underweight. Everything else in the girl's life becomes insignificant. It is not simple to go into that closed world and it is quite difficult, sometimes impossible to make the girl reason. Family feel powerless to help the girl because sometimes it is they who need some physiological help in relating to the girl.  In fact, family pressures can be the "trigger" of a girl's psychological problems. Anorexics don't realise they are ill because they are obsessed by their physical aspect. If we want to understand anorexia we have to think that it is a manifestation of internal problems and conflicts that will end only with gradual modification of the physical mechanism that caused it. The first thing that family have to do is not to go on about weight loss, nag about  body aspect and not insist that anorexic needs to eat to get better. They should stand by the girl as she gets professional help from psychologists and nutritionists.

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Generally when people speak about anorexia we have the image of an ill female…probably in the past it was more probable to hear of an anorexic girl rather than an anorexic boy but now more and more males are affected by eating disorders.

[image: image13.wmf]It is not true that men are not exposed to the same cultural pressures to be thin that women endure. They are influenced by adverts which show stereotypes of super-lean muscular men, they are plagued to take up body building, weight lifting and  muscle toning promotions. So they stop eating and over exercise. Some men acquire eating disorders because they were teased as children for their obesity. Sports demands thinness, some careers like modelling, acting or entertainment demand thinness. Even if men  usually believe that thinness means weakness and fragility, things they want to avoid, they change their ideas when they are brainwashed by the media.

Some males with eating disorders are members of the gay community where men are judged on their physical attractiveness in much the same way as women are judged in the heterosexual community.

The symptoms of eating disorders in men are the same as those for women, they are starvation, impaired body images and the fear of getting fat.

Clinics see many more females than males but that may be because males are reluctant  to confess having what has become known as a “teenage girls problem”.

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The ANOREXIA NERVOSA

This is a pathological disease in the childhood. This disease a pathological thinness. Some of the people has constitutional leanness, but others has mental problems witch cause thinness.  The lack of appetite could be caused by hormonal problems as well. The Hypothesis’s front 
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The supposed science which determines the influence of the stars,especially of the five older planets, on the fate of man (astrologia judiciaria; mundane, or judicial astrology) or on the changes of the weather (astrologia naturalis; natural astrology) according to certain fixed rules dependent upon the controlling position of stars (constallations aspects ) at the time under consideration. Judicial astrology--more important branch of this occult art--depended for is predictions upon the position of the planets in the "twelve houses " at the moment of the birth of a human being. The calculations necessary to settle these positions were casting the horoscope or the diagram of the heavens (thema coeli) at the nativity. Starting with the point that was rising just at the moment of birth, the celestical equator was divided into twelve equal parts, six above, and six below the horizon, and circles were drawn through these points and the intersecting points of the horizon and the meridian. Thus the heavens were divided into twelve houses. The first house (horoscopus) begins with the point of the ecliptic that is just rising (ascendens). The twelve houses are divided into cardinal houses, also called anguli, succeeding houses(succedentes, anaphora) and declining or cadent houses (cadentes, cataphora). The houses symbolize respectively: life, personal property, consanguinity, riches, children and jewels, health, marriage and course of life, manner of death and inheritance, intellect and disposition (also long journeys), position in life and dignities, friends and success, enemies and misfortune. In the horoscope all these symbolic meanings are considered in their relation to the newly born. A Latin hexameter thus sums up the meaning of the twelve houses: Vita, lucrum, fratres, genitor, nati, valetudo, Uxor, mors, sapiens, regnans benefactaque, daemon. 

The position of the planets and the sun and moo in the twelve houses at the moment of birth is decisive. The planets vary as to meaning. They are divided into day-stars (Saturn, Jupiter, and also the sun) and night-stars (the moon, Mars, and Venus); Mercury belongs both to day and night. The sun, Jupiter, and Mars are masculine; the moon and Venus are feminine, Mercury belongs both to day and night. The sun, Jupiter, and Mars are masculine; the moon and Venus are feminine, Mercury belonging again to both classes. Jupiter (fortuna major) and Venus (fortuna minor) are good planets; Saturn (infortuna major) and Mars (infortuna minor) are malignant planets. The sun, moon, and Mercury have a mixed character. Each of the planets known to antiquity, including sun and moon, ruled a day of the week; hence the names still used to designate the various days. Judicial astrology also took into consideration the position of the sun in the zodiac at the moment of birth; the signs of the zodiac also had a special astrological significance in respect to the weal and woe of the newborn, particularly his health. In medical astrology every sign of the zodiac ruled some special part of the body, as for example: Aries, the Ram, the head: its diseases; Libra, the Balance, the intestines. Judicial astrology postulates the acceptance of the earth as the centre of the solar system. Natural astrology predicts the weather from the positions of the planets, especially the moon. Many of its theories are not to be rejected a priori, since the question of the moon's meteorological influence still awaits a solution which must depend upon the progress of human knowledge as to ether waves and cognate matters. 

HISTORY
The history of astrology is an important part of the history of the development of civilization, it goes back to the early days of the human race. The unchangeable, harmonious course of the heavenly bodies, the profound impression made on the souI of man by the power of such heavenly phenomena as eclipses, the feeling of dependence on the sun, the giver of daylight all these probably suggested in the early ages of the the human race, the question whether the fate of man was not dependent on these majestic manifestations of Divine power. Astrology was, therefore the foster-sister of astronomy, the science of the investigation of the heavens. From the start astrology was employed for the needs and benefit of daily life; the astrologers were astronomers only incidentally and in so far as astronomy assisted astrology in the functions which the latter had to perform in connection with religious worship. According to the belief of the early civilized races of the East, the stars were the source and at the same time the heralds of everything that happened, and the right to study the "godlike science" of astrology was a privilege of the priesthood. This was the case in Mesopotamia and Egypt, the oldest centres of civilization known to us in the East. The most ancient dwellers on the Euphrates the Akkado-Sumerians were believers in judicial astrology which was closely Interwoven with their worship of the stars. The same is true of their successors, the Babylonians and Assyrians, who were the chief exponents of astrology in antiquity. The Babylonians and Assyrians developed astrology, especially judicial, to the status of a science, and thus advanced in pure astronomical knowledge by a circuitous course through the labyrinth of astrological predictions. The Assyro-Babylonian priests (Chaldeans) were the professional astrologers of classic antiquity. In its origin Chaldaic astrology also goes back to the worship of stars; this is proved by the religious symbolism of the most ancient cuneiform texts of the zodiac. The oldest astrological document extant is the work called "Namar-Beli" (Illumination of Bel) composed for King Sargon I (end of the third millennium B.C.) and contained in the cuneiform library of King Asurbanipal (668-626 B.C.). It includes astronomical observations and calculations of solar and lunar eclipses combined with astrological predictions, to which the interpretation of dreams already belonged. Even in the time of Chaldean, which should be called Assyrian, astrology, the five planets, together with the sun and moon, were divided according to their character and their position in the zodiac as well as according to their position in the twelve houses. As star of the sun, Saturn was the great planet and ruler of the heavens. The weather, as far back as this time, was predicted from the colour of the planets and from their rising and setting. Classical antiquity looked upon Berosus, priest of the temple of Bel at Babylon, as the oldest writer on astrology; and according to Vitruvius Berosus founded a school of astrology at Cos. Seneca says that a Greek translation, made by Berosus, of the "Namar-Beli " from the library the Asurbanipal was known to classical antiquity. The Egyptians and Hindus were as zealous astrologers as the nations on the Euphrates and Tigris. The dependence of the early Egyptian star (sun) worship (the basis of the worship of Osiris) upon early Chaldaic influences belongs to the still unsettled question of the origin of early Egyptian civilization. But undoubtly the priest of the Pharaohs were the docile pupils in astrology of the old Chaldean priests. The mysterious Taauth (Thoth), the Hermes Trismegistus of antiquity, was regarded the earliest teacher of astrology in Egypt. He is reputed to have laid the foundation of astrology in the "Hermetic Books"; the division of the zodiac into the twelve signs is also due to him. In classic antiquity many works on astrology or on occult sciences in general were ascribed to this mythical founder of Egyptian astrology. The astrological rule of reckoning named after him, "Trutina Hermetis" made it possible to calculate the position of the stars at the time of conception from tbe diagram of the heavens at the time of birth. The Egyptians developed astrology to a condition from which it varies but little today. The hours of the day and night received special planets as their rulers, and high and low stood under the determinative influence of the stars which proclaimed through the priestly caste the coming fate of the land and its inhabitants. It is significant that in ancient Egypt astronomy, as well as astrology, was brought to an undoubtedly high state of cultivation. The astoundingly daring theories of the world found in the Egyptian texts, which permit us to infer that their authors were even acquainted with the helio-centric conception of the universe, are based entirely on astrologico-theosophic views. The astrology of the ancient inhabitants of India was similar, though hardly so comptetely developed; they also regarded the planets as the rulers of the different hours. Their division of the zodiac into twenty-eight houses of the moon is worthy of notice; this conception like all the rest of the fundamental beliefs of Hindu astrology, is to be found in the Rig-Veda. 

In India both astrology and the worship of the gods go back to the worship of the stars. Even today, the Hindus, especially the Brahmins, are considered the best authorities on astrology and the most skilful casters of horoscopes. 

India influenced and aided the development of astrology in ancient China, both India and Mesopotamia that of the Medes and Persians. The Assyro-Babylonian and Egyptian priests were the teachers of the Greek astrologers. Both of these priestly castes were called Chaldeans, and this name remained the designation of all astrologers and astronomers in classic antiquity and in the period following. It speaks well for the sound sense of the early Grecian philosophers that they seperated the genuine astronomic hypotheses and facts from the confused mass of erroneous astrological teaching which the Egyptian priests had confided to them. At the same time it was through the old Hellenic philosophers that the astrological secrets of the Oriental priestly castes reached the profane world. The earliest mention of the art of astrological prediction in early classical literature is found in the "Prometheus Vinctus" of Æschylus (line 486 sqq.) a comparatively late date. The often quoted lines of the Odyssey (Bk. XVIII, 136 sqq.) have nothing to do with astrology. Astrology was probably cultivated as an occult science by the Pythagorean school which maintained the exclusiveness of a caste. The teaching of Pythagoras on the "harmony of the spheres" points to certain astrological hypotheses of the Egyptian priests. It is a striking fact that Greek astrology began to flourish when the glory of the early classical civilisation had begun to wane. It was in the age of Euripides, who refers to astrological predictions in a little comedy, that the belief in astrology began to grow popular in Greece. After the overthrow of the Assyro-Babylonian Empire, the priests of those regions found refuge in Greece and spread their astrological teachings by word of mouth and writing. In this way astrology lost the character of occult science. Astronomy and astrology remained closely united, and both sciences were represented by the so-called Chaldeans, Mathematics, and Genethliacs. Astrology proper, from the time of Posidonius, was called apotelesmatika (rendered into English, "apotelesmatics" in order to indicate more clearly the influence of the stars upon man's final destiny; apo, "from", and telos, "end"). Astrology soon permeated the entire philosophical conception of the nature among the Greeks, and rapidly attained a commanding position in religious worship. Plato was obliged to take astrology into consideration as a "philosophical doctrine", and his greatest disciple.

Aristotle, was the first to separate the science of astrology from that of meteorology, which was reserved for the phenomena of the atmosphere. The Stoics who encouraged all forms of divination were active promoters of astrology. The more plainly the influence of Oriental teaching manifested itself in Greek civilization, and the more confused the political conditions and religious ideas of the Greek States became, the greater was the influence of astrologers in public, and the more mischievous their activity in private life. Every professional astronomer was at the same time an astrologer. Eudoxus of Cnidles, the author of the theory of concentric spheres, was perhaps the first to write in Greek on purely astrological topics, being led to select this subject by his studies in Egypt. Most of the Greek astronorners known to us followed in his footsteps, as, for instance, Geminus of Rhodes whose most important work treating of astronomy and astrology Eisagoge eis ta Phainomena (Introduction to Phenomena) was commented on even by Hipparchus. About 270 B.C. the poet Aratus of Soli in his didactic poem, "Phænomena", explained the system of Eudoxus, and in a poem called "Diosemeia", which was appended to the former, he interprets the rules of judicial and natural astrology that refer to the various changes of the stars. The poem of Aratus was greatly admired by both the Greeks and the Romans; Cicero translated it into Latin, and Hygius, Ovid's friend, wrote a commentary on it. In this age astrology was as highly developed as in its second period of prosperity, at the Renaissance. Medical astrology had also at this date secured a definite position. Hippocrates of Cos in his work "De Aere, Aqua et Locis", which shows the influence of the Pythagoreans, discusses at length the value of astrology and is prognostications for the whole domain of medicine. In the Alexandrine school of medicine, astrological prognosis, diagnosis, and hygiene soon covered with their rank growths the inherited scientific teachings that had been tested by practice. In this way "astrological" cures grew in favour. These forms of the art of healing are not without interest both for the history of suggestion and for that of human error. The diseases of the more important bodily organs were diagnosed according to the influence of the sign of the zodiac at the time, and a medicine applied which either acted by suggestion, or was wholly inoperative. In the division of the zodiac according to its medical effect on the different parts of the body the first sign taken was the Ram (Aries), which ruled the head, and the last of the series was the Fishes (Pisces) which controlled the health or ailments of the feet. As the appetite of the Greeks for the mysterious wisdom of astrology grew keener, the Egyptian and Chaldean astrologers continually drew out still more mystical but, at the same time, more dubious treasures from their inexhausti-ble store-house. The newly founded city of Alexandria, where the later Hellenic culture flourished was a centre for all astrologers and practitioners of the occult arts. From time to time books appeared here, professing to have had their origin in the early days of Egyptian civilisation, which contained the secret knowledge pertaining to astrological and mystical subjects. These writings seems to meet the aspirations of ordinary men for the ideal, but all they offered was a chaotic mass of theories concerning astrology and divination, and the less they were understood they more they were applauded. In the Renaissance these pseudo-scientific works of antiquity were eagerly studied. It suffices here to mention the books of Nechopso-Petosiris which were believed by the neo-Platonists to be most the ancient Egyptian authority on astrology but which, probably were written in Alexandria about 150 B.C. About this same time, in all probability, Manetho, an Egyptian priest and traveller mentioned by Ptolemy, wrote on astrology. In order to meet the exigencies which arose, each degree of the heavens in late Egyptian astrology was assigned to some special human activity and some one disease. Besides this, the "heavenly spheres", which play so important a part in the history of astronomy, were increased to 54, and even a higher number, and from astrological calculations made from the complicated movements of these spheres the fate both of men and nations was predicted. Thus arose in late classic times the sphere barbarica (foreign sphere) which in the Middle Ages also had a controlling influence over astrology.
