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Let’s see what happens when we press OK…
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We are confronted with this silly nag screen…Okay let us close down and start again.

We will attempt to try and enter break point HMEMCPY and see what happens. Oh dear, looks like this program operates with VB40032.dll. So we now know that this is a VB 4 application. Uhmmm… not so easy. However, there is a technique that I was given by one of  ‘Crackz’ tutorials when falling over a VB4 application. Here goes…..

Now when this program arrived in a zip file it was naturally unzipped in the appropriate folder. This program according to the home web page stated that it required a special file called a VB40032.dll in order to run…. hey, another clue! So, you should check whether you have a current copy of the file VB40032.dll in your Systems folder. 

Now, a VB400 file contains a set pattern for comparing strings in wide character format. When you look into a VB400 file you will find something like this…..

Okay, you will know from reading my other tutorials using VB4 files that there is a simple routine to find the correct serial. Let’s give it a go. Enter SI again and place a breakpoint of HMEMCPY…our Old Faithful. Press ENTER on the register window which has got our details included and **BOOM** works every time. Press F11 and then F12 six times to get into the centre of the code. We should see something like this at the bottom of our data window…

VB40032!.TEXT+0001A78C

Now clear all breakpoints and enter the location that interests us …

Type: G 0177:0F79B356 and ENTER

**BOOM** 

We are now starring at the above compare code and highlighting the 

XOR EAX, EAX line. 

0177:0F79B356
mov  ecx[esp+14]

Now the good bit…

If we look in the ESI register with ‘d esi’ we will see our entered serial number 

‘1 2 3 4 ’. Well what will we see if we look in the EDI register? Yes you’ve guessed it, our real serial…’d edi……’1 7 2 2 5 4 1 ( c c L )’  Note the comma and underscore(I suspect that this may be a universal code)

Now be very careful, we must enter the details correctly!!! Close down everything and enter the new details….Good eh!

We enter our serial number…and…
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Hey! We have done it!!
