1. STAGE:

Size: 8m x 4m min.,  distance between lightrigg and stage 3m. this area should be free from any devices like cables, emergency exit signs and so on.

1 power socket (10 A, central european, 220-240V) for the radio transmitter.

2. P.A. SPECIFICATIONS

A. FRONT OF HOUSE

	Console:
	A Midas Heritage 2000 or Yamaha PM 3500 or Soundcraft K4 or similar mixing console, comprising a minimum of twenty four (24) input channels, four (4) sub-groups, and two (2) main outputs. This mixing console is to be placed on a riser, no more than 30 centimeters in height, and positioned in the auditorium, in line with the centre of the stage, no further from the stage than two thirds of the auditorium’s length, and must provide the sound engineer (assistant) with an unobstructed view of the stage.

	2 channel thirty-one band, one-third octave, graphic equaliser, inserted in main outputs of mixer. Klark Teknik DN 360 orq similar.

B. PA SYSTEM

A first class phase coherent P.A. system (JBL, MEYER, EV MT.Y, or adequate), which must be at least 3 or 4-way actively crossed over, and capable of producing at least 120 decibels (dbA!!) of clean, undistorted sound with headroom at all points in the auditorium.

The P.A. and monitor system must be equalised and free from hum at least one hour prior to sound check time.

C. MONITORS

A separate stage mixing console, capable of mixing 24 input channels into six (6) separate outputs.

3 spots (white and 2 different colors) for the solo-positions (upstage, in the middle)

1 Fog-machine with remote at the foh-mixig place;
