Title: “Tales for children, a magic world”

1st School Year: 2003-2004

September-December: “Students’ getting to know better”. Students will exchange information about their schools, towns, historical elements about their area, regions and countries.

January-February: “A writer for children from our town or from our country”. Students will exchange information about a local writer for children and his biography.

March-June: “Writers’ tales, rhymes, chants and other works”, exchanging information about each writer’s literary work.

2nd School Year: 2004-2005

September-December: “Telling a story”. Students will choose one of their local writer’s works and tell it in instalments by drawings and subtitles. First instalment.

January-March: Second instalment.

April-June: Third instalment.

3rd School Year: 2005-2006

September-December: “Creation of an European Tale”. Students will write a tale following the rules of writers whom they have known in the last years. They will project the outline of  the tale.

January-March: Development of the tale

April-June: Completing the tale

Project Goals: 1) Communication and exchange of opinions between students, teachers and local education authorities.

2) Students’ approach to literary world for children from different European countries

3) Making students sensitive towards literary writing as expression of human feelings.

Final outcome-product of  the project: book and hypertext. 

Visits: During the project we intend to include  some study-cooperation visits.

Calendar: in Italy school year begins on 1st September, but the classes begin on 9th. In June, classes end on 8th  but school year officially ends on 28th, which means that teachers should attend regularly until then. We’ve got a two-week holiday at Christmas from  the 23rd of  December to the 7th of January and a six-days holiday in March or April for Easter. We’ve also got two religion holidays on the 1st of November and the 8th of December, and two national holidays on the 25th of April and the 1st of May. At last, we’ve got a holiday on Shrove Tuesday. Schools are open 8.30am-4.30pm every workday.

Schools: We are a group of 9 Primary Schools with 298 children and 44 teachers. Our schools are near the lake Orta in the north of Italy. Our area is touristic and industrial.
